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Introduction
At Emneth Academy we believe that learning another language provides children with new opportunities which supports our core values.  Learning another language leads to increased mental flexibility, improved problem-solving and reasoning skills, an increased vocabulary, a better understanding of aspects of a variety of cultures, a greater awareness of global issues and the world around them, expanded career opportunities and more.  Learning languages promotes tolerance of different cultures, languages and ways of life.  Working hard at in lessons allows children to enjoy language learning.  
We want our children to become well-rounded individuals who have as many opportunities for their future as possible.  Our children come from a rural, yet diverse background with differing experiences of life and culture.  Languages will open their minds to our multi-cultural world.
Intent
Learning another language will allow our children to become more confident learners who are globally-aware, tolerant, curious, motivated and aspire to achieve their best through hard work.
Key Principles
Our aims and objectives in teaching MFL are for children to:

· Encourage enjoyment of learning another language; 
· Become motivated to apply and develop their knowledge of languages and language learning; 
· Develop speaking and listening skills through new opportunities; 
· Increase personal aspiration through high expectations.
· Become tolerant through exploring their own cultural identity and those of others;
· Gain enjoyment, pride and a sense of achievement through hard work; 
The aims of the MFL curriculum are:
· To listen attentively to spoken language and show understanding by joining in and responding.

· To explore the patterns and sounds of language through songs and rhymes and link the spelling, sound and meaning of words.

· To engage in conversations; ask and answer questions; express opinions and respond to those of others; seek clarification and help.

· To speak in sentences, using familiar vocabulary, phrases and basic language structures.

· To develop accurate pronunciation and intonation so that others understand when they are reading aloud or using familiar words and phrases.

· To present ideas and information orally to a range of audiences.

· To read carefully and show understanding of words, phrases and simple writing.

· To appreciate stories, songs, poems and rhymes in the language.

· To broaden their vocabulary and develop their ability to understand new words that are introduced into familiar written material, including through using a dictionary.

· To write phrases from memory, and adapt these to create new sentences, to express ideas clearly.

· To describe people, places, things and actions orally and in writing Languages – key stage 2 3.

· To understand basic grammar appropriate to the language being studied, including (where relevant): feminine, masculine and neuter forms and the conjugation of high-frequency verbs; key features and patterns of the language; how to apply these, for instance, to build sentences; and how these differ from or are similar to English.
Some further aims not stated in the NC:

· To learn about some of the cultural aspects of France.

· To develop the ability to contribute more effectively to modern society.

Implementation
All lessons have clear learning intentions which are shared and reviewed with the pupils effectively.  A range of strategies will support the pupils such as:

· reading a variety of French texts, 
· listening to a variety of French speaking,
· writing in French using appropriate vocabulary, tenses and grammar and 

· speaking in French using correct tenses, vocabulary and salutations.
KS2
· In Key Stage 2, children will be taught six lessons every half term. There is the option of using more French throughout the day for small tasks; Ex. For greeting people, answering the register, using a French calendar and singing French songs.  
· We will follow Salut! where the learning builds upon itself, so that each year the children will use what they have previously learnt to help them.  
· There is a long term plan that shows each lesson that each KS2 class will learn throughout the year.
· Lessons may include games, songs, oral work, role-play and active participation as well as listening, talking, reading and writing.  

· Teachers will assess informally throughout the lessons by questioning and oral/written feedback.  
· Teachers can also track the child through the Progress Checklist and the Class Tracking Excel sheet that come with Salut if they would like.  This will help them to complete the termly Venn Diagrams that subject leaders use to track their class.
· Teachers will look at their Venn Diagrams to see which children are not on track and ensure they take action to help fill their knowledge gaps.
Impact

All teachers are responsible for monitoring how their children are progressing. This is overseen by the MFL leader on a termly basis. 
By the end of each year, pupils are expected to achieve the expected level of development in their year group objectives.  We will assess them based on the KS2 Programme of Study for Foreign Languages that comes with the Salut! Program.  
As good practitioners we are continually assessing our pupils. Teachers will assess for, during and after learning; this allows the children to benefit at each stage of their learning.  Oral feedback, written feedback and questioning are all different ways a teacher could assess MFL.  At the end of each term, the MFL Lead will collate data from the class teachers for which children are working below standards/ towards standards, at standards or above standards.  
The children will be frequently referring back to what they have already learnt in their past lessons.  Languages re-enforce that children need to revisit old learning, in order to continually build a bank of vocabulary and grammatical understanding.  

Resources

Salut! – There are hard copies of the 3/4 disc and 5/6 disc in school, and the programme has been installed so it is accessible from school laptops.  The suggested sequences are followed.
KS2 teachers now also have a CGP+ account so they can access all of the resources and lessons at home and at school on the internet.
Equal Opportunities/SEN
In line with Emneth Academy’s SEN policy and Equal Opportunity policy, all children will have access to MFL lessons.  Assessment of learning in MFL will be part of the on-going assessment of the learning of each child.  Access may be given by support from a teaching assistant, pre-learning key vocabulary or provision of amended recording requirements.  In addition, task boards may be used as suggested as part of our SEND practice strategies. 
Monitoring and Review
The policy will be monitored by audits on an annual basis.  This will be the responsibility of the MFL Lead who will report to the Senior Leadership Team.  
The governors also have access to MFL monitoring, policies and documents on the Emneth Academy Staff SharePoint.  This area will be included in the general monitoring calendar by the Academy Committee.
