EYFS /KS1
Binding 
Bind garden wire with our hands and fingers.
Begin to bind with thin ropes.

Working with Willow
Strip branches by pulling downwards.

Using a Hammer
Use a small stubby hammer to secure or to soften an object.

Using a Mallet
Mallet a small stick into the ground.

Use Loppers/Gardening Tools
Introduce the correct tools to safely cut a thin piece of branch 
(little finger thickness).

Whittling
Introduce the use a potato peeler safely on a piece of soft wood.

Using a Hand Drill
Introduce a hand drill and its capabilities.

Starting a Fire
EYFS & Y1 Introduce the fire pit, Y2 Use flint and steel to create a spark.
Y3/Y4
Binding 
Bind garden wire around sticks to make a teepee/den/frame.
Begin to bind with thicker ropes – look at simple rope tie techniques.

Working with Willow
Bend prepared willow and weave into itself to secure.

Using a Hammer
Use a small stubby hammer to make a simple frame.

Using a Mallet
Mallet 3 thicker sticks/tent pegs into the ground to make/secure a den.

Use Loppers/Gardening Tools
Use correct tools to safely cut a thicker piece of branch (thumb thickness).

Whittling
Use a potato peeler safely on a piece of harder wood, create a point.

Using a Hand Drill
Recap the hand drill, make holes in suitable objects for creative activities.

Starting a Fire
 Use flint and steel to create a spark and set fire on a piece of cotton wool.

Y5/Y6
Binding 
Bind garden wire around three 5/6ft long branches sticks to make a full-size teepee/den/frame.
Continue to bind with ropes – look at more complicated rope techniques.

Working with Willow
Bend prepared willow and weave into itself to secure, begin to create recognisable objects.

Using a Hammer
Use a small stubby hammer to secure objects onto wood.

Using a Mallet
Mallet 4/5 thick, long sticks into the ground to create a secure den.

Using a saw
Begin to use a junior saw to cut branches. 

Whittling
Use a potato peeler safely on more complex wood pieces.

Using a Hand Drill
Recap the hand drill, make holes in suitable objects for more complex outdoor designs.

Starting a Fire
 Use flint and steel to create a spark and set fire on a piece of cotton wool.
Create a fire and cook/heat using it.
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
