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	Music is all around us. It is the soundtrack to our lives. It connects us through people and places in our ever-changing world. It is creative, collaborative, celebratory and challenging. In our schools, music brings communities together through the shared endeavour of whole-school singing, ensemble playing, experiment with the creative process and, through the love of listening to friends and fellow pupils, performing. The sheer joy of music making can feed the soul of a school community, enriching each student while strengthening the shared bonds of support and trust which make a great school.

Sequences of learning in the following key areas:
Singing
Listening
Composing
Performing/ Instrumental performing

In Reception, children begin to experiment with noise making using a variety of resources and learn traditional nursery rhymes, this is continued into year 1. From year 1 to year 6, Charanga is used to teach musical elements such as listening, singing and working with instruments. Children have the opportunity to play recorders and glockenspiels along with this scheme.

At Christmas, the children participate in music related performances, including dancing and singing a range of songs in front of an audience. In the past, we have recorded a CD of our Christmas songs in KS1 and KS2. Music enriches individual lives as well as the school and the local community. We usually hold our performances at the local village hall or the local church.

As part of a scheme to provide more children in primary schools with opportunities, in year 4,5 and 6 children have the opportunity to sign up for brass instrument tuition with a professional instructor. 

Our aim is to provide a rich and varied musical framework that nurtures fundamental musical techniques alongside building musical knowledge. 
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
