Dear Parents and Carers,

Well done to you all for moving confidently through an intense assessment period and particularly to Y6 for their resilience.  After half term, our assessments will continue for our younger pupils; we have the phonic checks and KS1 SATs taking place in June, for Year 1 and 2 pupils, Year 4 pupils will do their multiplication checks on line and we will be writing the Pupil Annual Reports for all children at the end of June. These reports will be sent out to parents, electronically, as in past years.  

It is really important that we continue to maintain our super attendance with relatively few latecomers, particularly when they have an assessment due.  A prompt start to the day means that the children can all join in their class routines together and have access to all the preparation and encouragement we can give.  Whilst I understand that sometimes, absences during the term are unavoidable, please understand that children will miss out on important learning if they have extended periods away from school, for holidays.  I have no doubt they will have fabulous experiences, and I agree, family time and holidays are so important.  However, there are lots of ways to enjoy family time during school holidays, and keep your children coming to school each day.  I have seen so many children return from a holiday this year and take a couple of weeks, to get back into routines etc and this does take learning time, to get back up to where they were before the break.  I am passionate about all children achieving their very best and find it upsetting to see children struggling socially, or missing out routines, or a specific piece of learning as they have been off school. I have a duty of care to all children, and the staff, so please understand we are here to work with you to support you in whatever way we can.  Do complete an absence form if you are planning a holiday and please continue to be up front about this.  If you only have one holiday absence in a child’s education here, we may authorize that, as it is exceptional.  If it happens every year, it isn’t exceptional so I am unable to authorize. 

Mr Parrish and I conducted a learning walk and a book scrutiny this week and have been so impressed with the standards we are seeing, with the progress and the evidential pride that children take in producing their work.  Your support for this, and seeing them happily into school each day is a huge part of their success.  We are particularly proud of how well our pupils with additional needs are given access to the curriculum and of the high expectations our children are rising to, every day.  I am sure you will all share in the pride we feel when we see our children behaving well, trying their hardest, supporting each other and being successful.  In a world where this is not always the case, we should all take time to be grateful for what we have.  Enjoy your half term.
