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INTENT

In order that our pupils can attain the highest standards, we recognise the importance of an active partnership between home and school. Home learning is one of the ways in which we seek to foster this partnership.

The Intent of Home learning is:

•	to enable pupils to make maximum progress in their academic and social development;
•	to help pupils develop the skills of an independent learner;
•	to promote a partnership between home and school in supporting each child’s learning;
•	to prepare children as lifelong learners with the necessary work skills for the future.

Regular, well-planned learning at home has been recognised to:
•	be a very important part of a child’s development into an independent learner;
•	allow opportunities to use relevant resources that are available in the home; 
•	support the raising of a child’s level of attainment;
•	reinforce and revise work done in school;
•	provide opportunities for pupils, parents and the school to work in partnership;


THE IMPLEMENTATION OF ACTIVITIES FOR HOME LEARNING

The activities set throughout the school will predominantly be consolidating literacy and numeracy objectives, but in the older year groups, tasks related to other subjects will become more frequent. Class teachers will develop their own system of giving and collecting such work. The expectation for home learning in each year group is outlined below:

•    Key Stage 1 - Working towards 1 hour per week by end of Year 2 
•    Key Stage 2 - Working towards 2 hours per week by end of Year 6

In EYFS the main focus will be on reading with parents and learning phonics, with additional tasks set during the week. These tasks may be of an informal nature for example playing number games for numeracy.
Key Stage 1 will be similar to EYFS, with a strong focus on reading and phonics. There will be an introduction to other subjects, for example numeracy tasks, spellings and work based around topic work.

In Key Stage 2 the focus on literacy and numeracy will remain, with regular reading continuing throughout. Each task will last approximately 20 – 30 minutes but the tasks may be more formal in nature and cover a wider range of subjects. To promote independence, activities may include carrying out research, preparing presentations or reading books in preparation for class work.

We expect home learning to be supported by all families with activities adapted for individual children. Each class has clear expectations and routines for home learning and parents will be made aware of these expectations at the start of each academic year. If for any reason parents or carers are not able to complete any activities owing to exceptional circumstances, they should inform the class teacher. 

THE ROLE OF PARENTS

Parents are encouraged to:
•	provide a suitable, quiet place for the completion any activities;
•	supervise and where necessary join their child in activities to encourage children;
•	where appropriate, give support to activities, especially with younger children and with reading.

IMPACT OF HOME LEARNING ACTIVITIES

Any activities completed at home are valued, even it is has not been set by the class teacher. Where necessary it will be marked promptly and feedback given to pupils. This may take a variety of forms according to the work set, such as:
· class discussion about the work;
· individual written feedback (although care needed with COVID)
· individual verbal feedback;
· Dojo points awarded with each class having a framework for awarding.
· Home learning wall.
· Work shared via portfolio on dojo.
